· Community for Children Award for individuals, groups, volunteers, media, organisations who have made an outstanding contribution to children/young people in the community. 

· Child Development Award for individuals, groups, organisations who have made extraordinary contributions to children/young people significantly improving their opportunities to learn and grow.
· SIGNIFICANT CONTRIBUTION Award for businesses and organisations who have made a significant difference for children/young people
